PERMIT IS NEEDED. 
 
Items below must come to the Solid Waste Department, 847 Mud Road, Johnstown ONLY: 

 Freon units (refrigerators, freezers, air conditioners and dehumidifiers). No Charge* 

 Fluorescent light bulbs or tubes. No Charge 

 Mercury-containing thermostats. No Charge 

 Latex Paint. (Saturday mornings in June, July and August only). Drop off or take paint. No Charge 

 Household Hazardous Waste. (2nd Saturday in August, every other year). No Charge 

 Tires (off the rim): $2.50 up to 16”;  $5 for tires 16.5 to 24”; $10 for tires over 24”
